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NOTA SOBRE A EDIGAO DIGITAL E ORIENTAGAO AO ESTUDANTE

Esta edicdo digital foi elaborada pelo NUCLEO PRAXIS-USP, coletivo politico-académico vinculado ao
LEPHE/Histéria-USP (coord. prof. Wilson do Nascimento Barbosa), criado em 2015 por iniciativa de antigos
membros-fundadores da ACEPUSP, juntamente com pesquisadores participantes do Seminario das
Quartas/Filosofia-USP (coord. prof. Paulo Eduardo Arantes), com o propésito de atuar na educacdo popular,
formacéo politica e difusdo do pensamento socialista.

O texto-base usado na composi¢céo desta edicdo digital € o da 22 edicdo impressa, finalizada em 2008.
Originalmente, a colecdo de APOSTILAS foi dividida em quatro volumes (duas por semestre), além de tomo
introdutério. Contudo, visando oferecer uma melhor organizacéo ao estudante pré-universitario — especialmente o
autodidata — que busque apoio nesta obra, optou-se na nova edicdo por estruturar o conjunto do MATERIAL
DIDATICO PUBLICO de acordo com suas disciplinas (areas normalmente cobradas em exames de sele¢éo),
totalizando-se assim dez volumes, mais uma introducdo: Portugués/Gramatica, Portugués/Literatura, Redacao,
Histodria, Geografia, Matematica, Fisica, Quimica, Biologia, Inglés, e o tomo extra Impulso Inicial.

O estudante deve estar atento ao fato de que, apesar dos esfor¢cos dos atuais editores, educadores e
pesquisadores por revisar e atualizar o texto original das apostilas, sempre havera lacunas em qualquer material
didatico: manuais de estudos nunca sdo autossuficientes; e ha temas que necessitam de renovacdo mais
frequente ou especifica. Além disto, de uma perspectiva mais ampla cabe observar que nenhuma teoria é
conclusiva: como mostra o pensamento contemporaneo, ndo existem ciéncias definitivas, rigidas ou “exatas” (essa
crendice ideolégica da modernidade) — mas o conhecimento se movimenta com a histéria, dialeticamente.

Por outro lado, tendo-se em vista a falta de democratizagdo da rede mundial (internet) — que vem sendo
antes usada para segregar e lucrar, de que para incluir e socializar saberes —, este material didatico deve servir,
para além de seu vasto contetdo ainda atual, critico e pedagogicamente bem trabalhado, como um importante
ROTEIRO DE ESTUDOS, que oferece um panorama basico dos principais temas exigidos em variadas provas: um
guia a partir do qual se poderd pesquisar na rede ou em bibliotecas, com mais facilidade, as informacdes
especificas faltantes ou futuramente vigentes.

Quanto aos EXERCICIOS, recomenda-se aos estudantes acessarem as plataformas universitarias e de
ensino oficiais e publicas (ENEM, USP, UNICAMP, etc.), onde podem ser encontradas inimeras questbes de
exames atuais, cuja tendéncia — louvavel — tem sido a de promover a interdisciplinaridade, quebrando as artificiais
fronteiras cientificas modernas com que a academia ainda divide o conhecimento.

NOTA ORTOGRAFICA

O Projeto “Material Didatico Publico” foi desenvolvido durante a fase de transicdo para entrada em vigor do

com algumas ressalvas: como é o caso de certas regras de hifen (imprecisas e polémicas); e de regras
consideradas equivocadas, como normas que causam ambiguidade e dificultam a pronuncia e a prépria fluidez da
leitura (por exemplo, a confusa supresséo do acento da forma verbal “para” — palavra que mantivemos acentuada).

A partir da segunda década do século XXI, a ACEPUSP passou a ser gerida por pessoas ja sem ligagao
com os fundadores da entidade, como grupos cooperativistas que, embora manifestem viés progressista, nédo
necessariamente mantiveram as perspectivas socialistas, educacionais, histérico-cientificas e o carater de projeto
popular critico segundo 0s quais a associacao foi construida — e conforme consta em seu estatuto de fundacéo.
Desse modo, seus membros-fundadores e demais pioneiros (alguns dos quais ora membros do Nucleo Praxis-

Dengue fever: Millions at risk as a new outbreak of
dengue fever sweeps Latin America Apr 19, 2007 — There
is no vaccine. There is also no good way to treat it — just
fluids and the hope that the fever will break.

At first it seems like a case of severe flu, but then the
fever rises, accompanied by headaches, excruciating joint
pain, nausea and rashes. In its most serious form, known
as dengue hemorrhagic fever (DHF), it involves internal
and external bleeding and can result in death. Fuelled by
climate change, dengue fever is on the rise again
throughout the developing world, particularly in Latin
America.

According to the World Health Organization, dengue is
now endemic in more than 100 tropical and sub-tropical
countries around the world, affecting some 50 million
people a year, mostly in urban or semi-urban areas. A
further 2.5 billion, two-fifths of the world’s population,
are considered “at risk”. About 500,000 people, many of
them children, are believed each year to develop a form
of DHF serious enough to require treatment in hospit-
al.Worldwide, 2.5% of DHF cases die; without proper
care, the proportion can exceed 20%.

Anyone who survives an infection by one of the four
viruses that cause the disease gains lifelong immunity
from that virus. But subsequent infection by another va-
riant increases the risk of developing DHF, which is be-
coming much more common in Latin America. In Mexico,
for example, just one in 50 cases was hemorrhagic six
years ago, says José Angel Cérdoba Villalobos, Mexico’s
secretary of health. Now one in five is.Last year just over
500,000 cases of dengue were reported in

Latin  America, including more than 14,000
hemorrhagic cases, 187 of which resulted in death. This
year nearly 200,000 dengue cases have already been re-
ported, including 2,693 cases of DHF. At least 37 people
have died, including 11 in Paraguay and 17 in Brazil.

The dengue viruses are transmitted to humans
through the bite of a female Aedes mosquito, which ac-
quires the viruses while feeding, normally on the blood of
an infected person. Given that there is no known preven-
tive treatment or antiviral cure, the only practical way to
prevent the viruses’ spread is to eliminate the Aedes
mosquitoes by preventing them from breeding.

In Mexico, the house-to-house programme mounted
by the government to get people during the rainy season
to remove rubbish and standing water where mosquitoes
breed has been extended year-round — with some suc-
cess. The number of dengue cases reported this year is
well down on last year, but the rainy season — the main
breeding time for the mosquitoes — has yet to come.

The Dutch held control of Bahia from May 1624 through
April 1625. Charles Darwin visited Bahia in 1832 on his

famous Voyage of The Beagle.

The state was also the last area of Brazil to join the con-
federation against Portugal domain; some members in
the elite remained loyal to the Portuguese crown after
the rest of the country wanted independence.

After several battles, mostly in Piraja, the province was
finally able to expel the Portuguese on July 2 1823, known
as Bahia Independence Day, a great popular celebration.

In the state there is a current discussion about the exact
moment of Brazilian independence, because for almost
all "baianos," it really happened in Bahia with the battles,
and not on September 7, when the Emperor, Pedro |, de-
clared independence.

Nascimento lived in Queimados, a poor suburb of
Rio de Janeiro. Julinho, as his friends called him,
secretly admired the local police. They had po-
5 werful guns and looked tough. One warm evening
last week, Julinho saw the reality of this image of
the police when he was standing outside a bar
talking to some of his friends.

An unmarked car came around the corner.

Julinho’s murder was the last in a series of
shootings that night. In total 30 people died. The
shooting began in the town of Nova Iguacu,
where 18 people were killed. Some were in the
street when the killers drove past, while nine of
the victims, including three teenagers, were in a
bar playing video games. The gunmen then
moved on to Queimados where they killed 12
more people.

Local people believed the killers were
members of the local military police force and Rio
de Janeiro authorities quickly arrested 11 police
officers and charged six of them with murder. Off-
duty police officers are often members of death
squads in the poor suburbs to the northwest of
Rio de Janeiro, in a region known as the Baixada
Fluminense. Here the murder rate is 76 per
100,000, compared with 50 per 100,000 in met-
ropolitan Rio, which is one of the highest rates in
the world.

In some communities people accept these
death squads because they kill criminals and stop
the drug-trafficking gangs taking power in the
shantytowns. But last week's murders were dif-
ferent because most of the victims were simply in
the wrong place at the wrong time. Some people
think the killers were protesting against a new
commanding officer who wants to stop illegal ac-
tivities by police officers.

Two days before the shootings, two men,
one of them a drug dealer, were taken from a bar
and killed. Someone threw a human head into the
police-station compound. Then hidden cameras
filmed police officers in uniform as they were try-
ing to take some bodies away. Eight police officers
are now in prison because of this. The authorities
believe that last week’s murders were a protest
against these arrests.

President Luiz Inacio Lula da Silva has de-
manded rapid action. "They say they are making
arrests, but this is just for show. | know that one
day I'll see the man who killed my son driving past
me in the street," Ms Gomes said.

Today, however, more parents are taking on the re-
sponsibility of educating their children at home due to dis-
satisfaction with the educational system. Many parents are
unhappy about class size, as well as problems inside the
classroom. Teacher shortages and lack of funding mean
that, in many schools, one teacher is responsible for thirty
or forty pupils. The result is often that children are deprived
of the attention they need.

Escalating classroom violence has also motivated some
parents to remove their children from school. Advocates of
homeschooling believe that children learn better when they
are in a secure, loving environment. Many psychologists see
the home as the most natural learning environment, and
originally the home was the classroom, long before schools
were established. Parents who® homeschool argue that
they can monitor their children’s education and give them
attention that is lacking in a traditional school setting. Stu-
dents can also pick and choose what to study and when to
study, thus enabling them to learn at their own pace.
